What do the following Scripture verses tell us about the source of the Christian’s joy, 
Matthew 13 v 44, Acts 16 v 34, 1 Peter 1 v 8, 1 Peter 1 v 6, Galatians 5 v 22? 

 


In John 15 v 10 and 11, Jesus joy and obedience in the same breath. What is the 
connection between obedience and joy, even, ‘complete joy?’

 


What do you find encouraging or challenging about Acts 5 v 41?

 


What might you say to someone who asks you, as Steve Brown does in ‘Scandalous 
Freedom,’ ‘What in the world has happened? How have we taken a message that was so 
good, so exciting, and so freeing and made it into a religion that creates people who seem 
to have been given a misery pill and instructed to medicate the rest of the world?’

 


Paul says, 2 Corinthians 12 v 10, ‘for Christ’s sake, I DELIGHT, in weaknesses, in insults, in 
hardships, in persecutions, in difficulties …’ and 2 Cor. 7 v 4, ‘in all our troubles, my joy 
knows no bounds.’ When have you found it difficult to DELIGHT, because of the 
circumstances of your life? What troubles have tested or stretched your joy? Perhaps there 
have been times in your life, when despite the circumstances, your joy has known no 
bounds, share these with the group?

 


Think of folk known to you, whose present circumstances may be making it difficult for 
them to ‘rejoice.’ As a group, pray for them now and think of ways you may be able to give 
some practical support or encouragement?

 


Praise God together for times this week when God has helped you to identify ways in your 
life in which your joy is ‘leaking’ away and for how God has helped you to put right what is 
wrong.
