Think about what Philip Yancey writes, ‘I have marvelled at, and sometimes openly 
questioned, the self-restraint God has shown throughout history, allowing the Genghis 
Khans and the Hitlers and the Stalins to have their way. But nothing – nothing – compares 
to the self-restraint shown that dark Friday in Jerusalem.’ Have you ever questioned the 
‘self-restraint of God?’ How might you encourage someone who is struggling with questions 
like, ‘Why doesn’t God step in? Why doesn’t God stop …? Why does God allow ..? (Think 
about the kind of questions the events of the past week in Haiti might cause folk to be 
asking?)

 


Try to put together as complete a Biblical picture as you can, in answer to the following 
questions, (1) Who killed Jesus? (2) Why did Jesus die?

 


Think about Luke 22 v 22, what does this Scripture teach us about God’s purpose and our 
actions?

What does the ‘plan of salvation,’ teach us about God, about ourselves, and, about sin?

 


Think again about all that Joseph experienced at the hands of his brothers and others, and 
about what Joseph says in  Genesis 50 v 19 in relation to these things,  ‘You intended it to 
harm me, but God intended it for good to accomplish what is now being done, the saving of 
many lives.’ Can you think of times in your life, where – looking back now – you can see 
how God has worked ‘good’ through difficult experiences you have had?
