Do Christians really ‘NEED’ each other? Is change, necessarily, a community project?

 


Perhaps you have been reading through Luke’s Gospel, a chapter a day, is there anything 
there that you would especially like to share with others in your cell?

 


How might you answer the question, is Woodlands a SPIRIT-FILLED church? Or equally the 
question, how central – to the life of Woodlands - is the WORD?

 


It is clear from Acts 4 v 17, that the ‘powers that be’ FEAR the apostles and their preaching, 
how do you think people today view God’s Word and the preaching/teaching of God’s Word?

 


Do you agree or disagree with what CS Lewis writes, ‘God made us; invented us as a man 
invents an engine. A car is made to run on petrol, and it would not run properly on anything 
else. Now God designed the human machine to run on himself. He Himself is the fuel our 
spirits were designed to burn, or the food our spirits were designed to feed on. There is no 
other.’  (At the same time read and discuss Psalm 1)
