Should the church preach ‘repentance,’ today? Should we preach it as Stuart suggested, as 
‘necessary’ to salvation – Luke 13 v 3? Why do you think many people today, even some 
professing Christians would rather the church didn’t use ‘harsh’ words like, ‘repent!?’

 


Remember the dictionary definition Stuart gave, repentance is ‘to feel sorry for past 
conduct?’ Try to put together a ‘Biblical’ definition of what repentance involves using Acts 2 
v 38; Luke 5 v 27 – 32; Luke 15 v 11 – 24; 2 Cor. 7 v 10, 11 and other relevant passages 
you come up with as a group? 

 


If repentance is ‘the first word of the Gospel,’ what other ‘words of the gospel’ are there, 
and in what order do they come?

 


Think together about Luke 11 v 32 & Jonah 3. What did repentance mean in practice for the 
people of Nineveh?

 


Given what we read in Matthew 3 v 8 and Acts 26 v 20, what might rightly be called, ‘fruit 
in keeping with repentance?’ What ‘deeds’ might be said to ‘prove’ the genuineness of our 
repentance?

 


Look at Jonah 3 v 10; 2 Peter 3 v 9 and Luke 15 v 7. What can we learn about God from 
these verses? What can we learn about ourselves from how Jonah reacts when Nineveh 
turns to God, Jonah 4?

 


On Sunday (21st Feb) Stuart quoted Gordon MacDonald, ‘Repentance is the most powerful 
tool that God gives us.’ Do you agree or disagree and in what way? In what way is this 
connected to the thought that, living a life of repentance helps us to see ourselves as we 
really are and to see God as He really is!?
