How might you explain to others, the importance to Christianity, of the bodily resurrection 
of Jesus? What Bible verses / passages might you use to support your position?

 


How would you answer someone who asks, ‘where is Jesus now?’ Again, find some Bible 
verses / passages to support your thinking?

 


Think about the following words, ‘there is nothing so good and comforting, as we face life, 
than to realise the present position of this glorious Person whom we confess to be God.’ Is 
this your personal experience? Is the ‘present position’ of Jesus something you think about 
often? Why do you think this is?

 


Look at Hebrews 9 v 24, in what sense does Jesus ‘appear for us in God’s presence?’ (See 
also Romans 8 v 34, Hebrews 7 v 25, 1 John 2 v 1)

 


Think together about Philippians 2 v 1 – 11, when Paul says, ‘your attitude should be the 
same as that of Christ Jesus,’ what attitude is he commending to us? What do we actually 
mean when we say / sing, ‘Christ is supreme, He’s the Lord most high..’ In keeping with 
these verses in Philippians 2, we often sing, ‘one day every tongue will confess You are Lord 
… but the greatest treasure remains for those who gladly choose you now ..’ what exactly 
does this mean? What is this ‘treasure?’ And what becomes of those who DON’T choose him 
now?
