How can a professing Christian ‘test’ himself/herself to see if they are IN the 
faith (or not?) In the light of 1 John, what evidence might you look for?


Read 1 John 3 v 16 – 20. Have there been times when you have struggled to love your 
brothers and sisters in Christ? What lessons did you learn at that time that may be of help 
to others in the group? What do you think John meant by, ‘whenever our hearts condemn 
us.’ (V20)


What Scripture could you use to help someone who is not ‘sure’ if he/she is in the faith or 
not?


Do you personally ever doubt your salvation?


Can you identify with Paul in respect of what he writes in 1 Corinthians 9 v 24 – 27, 
especially v 27?


How can we work out our ‘salvation with fear and trembling?’ See Philippians 2 v 12.
